Periodically throughout the year, there are 
various issues in which different groups 
of people are interested. The new email 
service will allow the Village to compile 
email addresses for residents who want to 
be informed on a particular issue. For 
example, you may want to be notified 
when items are placed on Council, Board, 
and Commission agendas for discussion 
or action.   

As issues arise, you can sign up for the 
service by sending your name, address, 
email address and item you are inter-
ested in tracking to  
treasurer@villageofmilford.org. We will 
also have sign-up sheets at meetings and 
at the Village offices. 
 
As we become more familiar with the 
product, we would expect to expand the 
types of notifications we send out. If you 
have ideas for how this service might be 
useful to you, please send your sugges-
tions to the above email address.

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The Village has approved a contract with 
Kamphuis Pipeline Company of Grand Rap-
ids for $1.3 million dollars of water system 
improvements.  The project is to be funded 
using the Michigan State Drinking Water 
Revolving Loan Fund that will offer interest 
at a 2% to 2-1/2% rate. Improvements will 
increase the water main capacity of lines 
along Summit Street from North Milford 
road to Highland Avenue and North Milford 
Road north of Summit; increasing the ca-
pacity of the line on Monteagle Street at 
Huron Street; and repairs and addition of a 
second treatment mechanism to the water 
treatment facility in Central Park.   
 
The project will also extend the Village 
water system into the Old Plank Road area 
of the Village in response to ground water 
contamination resulting from the Old Plank 
Road Landfill which was operated from 
1939 to the time of its closing in 1976. 
Costs for this extension will be shared by 
Milford Township and the CSX Railroad.  
 
The work is scheduled to start this fall and 
be completed in spring, 2009. 
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Mark September 20th and 21st on your 
calendar and join us for another terrific 
Home Tour!  The 2008 Home Tour will 
feature six beautiful area homes, special 
visits to the Log Cabin, Powerhouse, 
MHS Museum and an Oak Grove 
Cemetery Walk.  Watch for the “See 
Me In September”  signs during Milford 
Memories for a sneak preview.  To 
pique your interest, your tour will in-
clude visits to a stone home, mother 
and daughter homes and one of our 
most interesting Victorian ladies.

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This past March, Milford Township Parks and Recreation partnered with Huron Val-
ley Schools to host its first winter community pool party at Milford High School. This 
event provided some much needed escape from the cold winter temperatures for over 
one hundred community members. Intended to become an annual event, Parks and 
Recreation made the entire pool facility, including the community and competitive 
pools, whirlpool, and play structures, available for Township kids and their families. 
Meanwhile, the gymnasium was available for basketball, games, and Guitar Hero 
competitions on the big screen. Just outside the gym, it was craft time with Coni who 
helped the kids make a special project to take home. At 8:00 pm, in keeping with the 
warm weather theme, the lights dimmed and the crowd settled in for the evening’s 
full-feature movie, Surf’s Up.  
 
Thanks again to the Friends of Milford Skate Park and local Boy Scouts for providing 
pizza, baked goods, popcorn, and drinks to nourish the participants. We had a great 
event and we’re looking forward to next year!  
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Each summer with the arrival of the warmer 
temperatures, the community water distribution 
system must provide additional water to the 
businesses and residents that irrigate the lawns 
and landscape plants throughout the Village. 
The average water use throughout the year is 
around 798,000 gallons per day (GPD).  In the 
winter months the average is as low as 433,000 
GPD. Beginning in late May the water use in 
the Village of Milford jumps to over 1,000,000 
GPD and has reached as high as 2,000,000 
GPD.   
 
All that extra water use translates into higher 
bills for those people who water lawns and gar-
dens and fill pools.  Village residents connected 
to the sewer system who use a significant 
amount of water outdoors and do not have a 
second meter may be eligible for a credit on the 
sewer portion of their bill. 
 
You can apply for the credit by picking up the 
form at the Village office, or complete it online 
at www.villageofmilford.org; choose “online 
forms”  from the menu.  
 
The Village begins processing credit requests 
after September 1. Credit is approved after the 
bill is issued. A separate notice of the approval 
or denial of the request is mailed after the bill is 
mailed. We have to know how much water you 
have used before we can calculate your request 
for a credit. The maximum credit is 100,000 
gallons. If you submit your application before 
September 1, we typically have the credit proc-
essed before the due date of the bill. 
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Each year the Village of Milford is 
required by the EPA to complete a 
Consumer Confidence Report 
(CCR) that provides an overview 
of the water quality of our public 
drinking water.  The Village of 
Milford drinking water meets or 
exceeds the standards set for com-
munity drinking water systems in 
Michigan.  The full report can be 
reviewed on the Village website 
www.vil lageofmilford.org or a 
hard copy can be picked up at the 
Village offices. We also will be 
sampling for lead and copper in 
August as part of our routine 
monitoring for water quality and 
as required by the State of Michi-
gan every three years. 
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The Friends of the Huron-Oakland 
will hold the annual “Huron River 
Clean Up”  on Saturday, August 16. 
Check in the for 
event  begins at 
7:30 a.m. and runs 
to approximately 
8:30 a.m. Participants are normally off 
the river by 12:30 p.m. Coffee, tea, 
juice, and donuts are provided at 
check in; hot dogs, chips, fruit, cook-
ies, pop, and water are waiting for 
volunteers when they finish. 
 
Participants meet at the Kensington 
Group Camp Site on Martindale Road. 
Pre-registration is advisable. Call 
(248) 685-7129 to register.  

Summer water use can raise the 
cost of your bill, but so can old 
fixtures. Toilets are the top source 
of indoor water use for a home and 
the first thing you should check if 
you receive a high water bill. 
Open the tank and drop in enough 
food coloring to tint the water. 
Check back in about 15 minutes; if 
the color is in the bowl, you have a 
leak. Don’ t flush your money 
away—we’ve seen bills as high as 
$1,800 for three months from a 
toilet running. Replace worn-out 
parts and clean calcium build up 
so the flapper closes securely.  
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The Primary election will be held on 
Tuesday, August 5, 2008. Polls open at 
7:00 a.m. and close at 8:00 p.m. All 
polling places are handicap accessible 
with Braille and audio versions of vot-
ing instructions available. 
 
You must have been registered on or 
before Monday, July 7, to be eligible to 
vote in this election. 
 
Due to a recent court ruling, every 
Michigan voter who votes in person at 
the polls must comply with the require-
ment of showing picture identification 
or signing an affidavit attesting that he 
or she is not in possession of picture 
identification (MCL 168.523). 
 
Voters with picture identification can 
satisfy the requirement by showing a 
valid Michigan driver’s license or a 
Michigan personal identification card.  
 
Those who do not possess either docu-
ment may show any of the following 
forms of picture identification as long 
as they are current: 
 
·  Driver’s license or personal i.d. 

card issued by another state 
·  Federal or state government-issued 

photo identification  
·  U.S. passport 

·  Military identification card with 
photo 

·  Student identi f ication wi th 
photo from a high school or an 
accredited institution of higher 
education 

·  Tribal identification card with 
photo 

 
Applications and absent voter bal-
lots may be obtained or mailed from 
the Township offices until Saturday, 
August 2. The Township offices are 
open Monday through Thursday 
from 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and 
Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  
 
The offices will be open on Satur-
day, August 2 from 8:30 a.m. to 
2:00 p.m. for absent voter ballots 
only. Absent voter ballots can be 
obtained on Monday, August 4, 
from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.; how-
ever, they must be voted at the of-
fice. By law, they cannot be mailed 
or removed from the office on the 
day prior to an election. 
 
Sample ballots for the August 5 
primary election are available at the 
Township offices. If you should 
have any questions, please contact 
the Township Clerk’s office at (248) 
685-8731. 
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The July school tax bills and the Village tax bills should have reached your mail-
box by July 1, 2008. If you are a Village resident, you should have received both 
bills. If you pay your own taxes and did not receive your bill, please call the 
Township at (248) 685-8731 or the Village at (248) 684-1515.  
 
Township taxes are due and payable from July 1 to September  14, 2008 without 
interest; September 14th falls on a Sunday, so bills will be accepted through Sep-
tember  15 this year without interest. Village taxes are due and payable from July 
1 to August 31, 2008 without penalty or interest. August 31 falls on a Sunday and 
Monday, September 1 is a holiday, so we will accept payments through Septem-
ber  2, 2008 without penalty or interest. 
 
If you own and occupy your home, this is your principal residence; please check 
to be sure your bill shows you have 100% principal residence. You can pay Town-
ship taxes onl ine at paylocaltaxes.com and Vi l lage taxes at 
www.villageofmilford.org. You may also pay in person, by mail, or at the local 
branch of Flagstar Bank. Call the Township at (248) 685-8731 or the Village at 
(248) 684-1515 with any questions. 
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You can check your  taxes and water 
bill account at any time, at no charge. 
It’s easy! Just log on to the Village’s 
website, www.villageofmilford.org. 
You need to create an account. The 
first time you look up your informa-
tion, that address will be saved as 
your account and you can look up 
both tax and water billing informa-
tion on that address as often as you 
want without a charge. 
After you log on to the Village’s 
website, choose “Taxes/Water Bills 
Online”  from the menu on the left 
side of the page. Choose the option 
you are interested in. Click on the 
BS&A Software link. 
On the bottom of the linked page, 
you will see “click here to create an 
account” . You must fill in the user 
name (no spaces) and email address. 
You will be sent a password, usually 
within 10 minutes or so. 
After receiving your password, return 
to the site and login (upper right-hand 
side of the screen). Choose the letter 
“O”  and then choose Oakland 
County. You will see the Village of 
Milford at the bottom of the list; click 
on “select” . 
The Services menu is on the left-hand 
side of the screen. You can check the 
status of your taxes or water bill, or 
make a payment. For example, to 
check your water bill, choose “Utility 
Billing”  then select “Utility Billing 
Search” .  
Find the field for the street number 
and fill that in. We don’ t recommend 
that you fill out the entire address, as 
you have to match it exactly and 
there are a lot of possibilities. Keep it 
simple and just enter the street num-
ber! A list of addresses with that 
number will come up. Just choose 
your address. 
At the bottom of the screen, choose 
“ I am the property owner (Proceed)” . 
You will see your account balance 
and the detail of all payments, cred-
its, bills, etc. If you have any ques-

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Planning & Zoning Updates 
 
During the July 10, 2008 Planning Com-
mission meeting, the Commission de-
cided to set two public hearings for the 
August 14, 2008 meeting.  The purpose 
of the public hearings is to discuss possi-
ble ordinance changes amongst the Com-
mission and to take public comment.  
People that may have comments on the 
two following items are encouraged to 
attend the August meeting.   
 
The first public hearing has to do with a 
revision of the RV (Recreational Vehi-
cle Storage) ordinance.  Currently, all 
RV’s are required to be kept in the rear 
yards of residences and can only be in 
the front yards for loading and unloading 
purposes.  A new proposed ordinance 
would relax that somewhat by allowing, 
under certain circumstances,   storage in 
side yard and possibly even front yards 
when specific screening is installed. 
 
The second public hearing involves a re-
write of the current fence ordinance.  
The new ordinance will better define 
what qualifies as a fence and more 
clearly define the type, placement and 
heights allowed for fences in all zoning 
districts.  The proposed ordinance also 
restricts the number of fences that 
neighbors may place along common 
property lines. 
 

The Planning Commission also condi-
tionally approved a retail development 
to be placed at 1330 E. Commerce on 
the site currently occupied by Sher-
wood Liquor.  The plan calls for the 
demolition of the existing store and 
the construction of a new building 10-
feet from the southern property line of 
the site.  The new building is proposed 
to have three tenant spaces and Sher-
wood Liquor will be occupying one of 
the spaces.  Sherwood Liquor is plan-
ning on occupying more than 50% of 
the building. 
 
Annual site plan extensions were also 
considered at the July meeting with 
nine site plans up for extension.  When 
an extension is granted, the extension 
allows the developer/builder to move 
forward with completing a plan that 
was already approved by Planning 
Commission.  Receiving a denial of a 
site plan extension will cause the de-
veloper to return to Planning Commis-
sion with possibly a new plan that 
must be re-approved before moving 
forward.  Of the nine, only six re-
ceived site plan extensions.   
 
Building Update 
 
Remodeling is currently making up 
the bulk of new construction.  People 
that have recently purchased homes or 
those who have found it difficult to 

sell their homes have decided to 
improve their dwelling.  Renova-
tions of all sizes have been taking 
place, from small decks to almost 
total tear-downs before rebuilding.  
That does not mean that there are 
not some new homes that are being 
constructed or that others are not 
completed and for sale.  Large pro-
jects still under construction are the 
condominiums at Pondview off of 
W. Commerce and the condomini-
ums at River Park Village on Water 
Street. 
 
On another note, the new 2006 
Michigan Building Code, Michigan 
Residential Code and the Michigan 
Rehabilitation Code go into effect 
on August 1, 2008.  These new rules 
will apply to any plans submitted for 
permits.  Those interested in pur-
chasing these books can do so di-
rectly from ICC.  Simply go to 
www.michigan.gov/bcc. 
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The Department of Public Services 
(DPS) has many responsibilities; 
one is the Playscape in Central Park. 
The Playscape takes a lot of time 
out of their busy schedule, but has to 
be checked daily as it has many 
maintenance components in its 
structure.  
 
Timothy Eiden has worked for 
the department for many years and 
recently took on the responsibility 
of becoming the first DPS employee 
to become certified through the 
State of Michigan as a Playground 
Safety Inspector . Tim has taken 
over the ongoing monitoring of our 
parks and our playground structures. 
He has taken many courses on play-
ground safety standards and will 
continue to update his training so 
the Village has someone on staff 
who is licensed and up to date on 
the standards that change frequently.

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The Township has been in the process 
of developing renovation and expan-
sion plans for the existing Fire Hall 
located on Huron Street.  The build-
ing, built in 1958, is badly in need of 
repair.  The township officials are 
working with a design architect to 
develop a structure that will remain 
on the current site and be efficient and 
allow more space for the daily opera-
tions.  Presently, the firemen sleep in 
the dayroom when they have night 
duty.   
 
This facility will meet the current 
needs of the community and will be 
built with a 40-50 year life.  At a spe-
cial meeting held by the Village 
Council on July 14, the two commu-
nities agreed on a 25’  grant of land to 
the immediate east of the parking lot.  
As plans develop the Township hopes 
to have community forums to inform 
the public of the building plans.  You 

may contact the township offices at 
any time for information at (248) 685-
8731. You may also stop in at the fire 
hall and the firemen will be happy to 
show you the conditions that exist 
there now.   
 
The Township will be talking with the 
Downtown Development Authority, 
Village Planning Commission, Vil-
lage Parks and Recreation, and The 
Milford Historical Society for input.  
Community input is welcome!  This 
is your fire hall!   
 
The question as to whether or not to 
move forward with the renovation and 
expansion will be on the November 
2008 ballot along with the anticipated 
costs.  Thanks to the Village of Mil-
ford for all your help and support for 
our community project!
