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It’s about a year until Census Day 2010, but 
you may have seen census workers out in Mil-
ford.   Michigan residents are taking to the 
streets from mid-April to early July to verify 
every address in the State.  Census workers 
can be identified by the official Census Bu-
reau badge they will carry. 

The Address Canvassing Operation for Michi-
gan began April 20.  Census workers will 
compare what they see on the ground to what 
is shown on the Census Bureau’s address list.  
Because the Census Bureau needs the address 
and physical location of each living quarter, 
workers may ask to verify a housing struc-
ture’s address and whether there are additional 
living quarters on the property.  They will be 
using hand-held computers to ensure the accu-
racy of this mapping process. 

All census information collected, including 
addresses, are confidential and protected by 
law.  The Census Bureau cannot share respon-
dents’  answers with the public, other govern-
ment agencies or even law enforcement agen-
cies.  For more information about the 2010

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Each year as part of the budget process, the Village looks at the rates needed to oper-
ate the water and sewer systems. Council will consider adopting the proposed rates at 
their meeting of June 15, to be effective as of July 1, 2009.

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March Board of Review has completed 
its deliberations and closed their books.  
Six days were added in total to com-
plete the needs of the community.  If 
you missed the March Board of Review 
but need to file a poverty (hardship) 
application you can still be heard by the 
July Board of Review.  The July and 
December Boards of Review have the 
power to grant changes to the tax roll 
for hardships as well as errors and 
omissions.  They also have the power to 
review the principle residence status 
and reverse an exemption or add an 
exemption.  If you attended the March 
Board of Review for an assessment 
reduction and are not satisfied with the 
result, you may appeal to the Michigan 
Tax Tribunal, P. O. Box 30232, Lans-
ing, MI 48909.

Credits are approved for  watering lawns 
and gardens and filling swimming pools, 
etc. The Village begins processing 
credits after  September  1 each year. A 
separate notice of approval or denial is 
mailed after the bill is mailed. If you 
have your application in by September 1, 
we can usually process the credit before 
the bill is due. Applications are available 
at the Village offices or can be submitted 
online at www.villageofmilford.org; 
click on “online forms” . 
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Community Sharing Outreach, located at 
2029 N. Milford Road in Highland (Apollo 
Center) is asking those in the community to 
“plant an extra row”  in their garden for the 
pantry. CS has been overwhelmed serving 
those in need in Milford, Highland, and 
Wixom (Commerce Meadows and Stratford 
Village Manufactured Home Parks.) CS pur-
chases fresh produce, but there is never 
enough fresh fruit and vegetables to meet our 
constantly growing needs. 

During March, 2009, CS served 301 familes 
(810 individuals) as compared to 181 fami-
lies (494 individuals) in March 2008; an in-
crease of 66% over last year at this time. This 
is just one example of the increasing number 
of people requiring help in our community. 
We expect increases of this nature to con-
tinue for some time.  

Community Sharing hours are Tuesday 10:00 
a.m. to 1:00 p.m. and the second and fourth 
Tuesday from 6:30 p.m to 8:00 p.m. and the 
second and fourth Saturday 10 a.m to 1:00 
p.m. There is someone in the office, 248-
889-0347, Monday through Thursday to take 
emergency calls. 
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Milford’s iconic Power-
house in Central Park is 
seeking a few more 
‘ friends” . Every summer, 
the Pettibone Hydrosta-
tion is a destination for 

auto and architectural historians plus cy-
clists and joggers. 

These visitors require volunteers to give 
tours and explain the history and future use 
of this Albert Kahn-designed power station 
that supplied electricity to Henry Ford’s 
“cottage”  industries located in old Milford 
and to sell items related to the Powerhouse. 

Did you know that Lakeland High School 
students studied the Powerhouse and pub-
lished a book explaining everything any-
one would ever want to know about it? 
This book is currently being sold during 
tours along with T-shirts and plaques.
